> ABOUT THE RACE

The Community First Credit Union Hale & Hearty 7K is in
celebration of the Riverside/Avondale area as a healthy
community committed to happy and healthy places. The
Health Planning Council of Northeast Florida is hosting the
inaugural Community First Credit Union Hale & Hearty 7K
onJune 2, 2012 at the Riverside Arts Market. The proceeds
from this race will assist the Health Planning Council to
produce its annual regional health care utilization studies
and to expand the features of its health-related quality of
life indicator dashboard entitled Northeast Florida Counts
(www.neflcounts.org).

Why a 7K race? The Health Planning Council chose a 7K
(4.37m) distance to separate our race from the other
more common distances such as 5K and 8K races. More
importantly, we chose a 7K distance to align the number
7 with the number of counties we service in the region and
with the 7 qualities that describe healthy and sustainable
communities. Over the next couple of years, the Health
Planning Council plans to expand the Community First Credit
Union Hale & Hearty 7K into at least 6 other communities
within the 7 county region.

The Community First Hale & Hearty 7K is a celebration of
the Riverside/Avondale community whose leaders and
residents developed a vision years ago to connect the
relationships between economic, social, and political factors
with health and mental well-being status. Ultimately, this
forward thinking strategy improves the quality of a healthy
life of its residents.

Riverside/Avondale has gained national and international
recognition as a great place to live. With its distinctive
mix of history, culture, character and community, the
neighborhood exemplifies gracious urban living. In 2010,
Riverside was honored by the American Planning Association
(APA)asoneofthe country’s 10 Great Neighborhoods under
the APA’s Great Places in America program. Riverside is
the first neighborhood in Florida to receive this prestigious
national recognition.

P oouRse

The Community First Hale & Hearty 7K will start at the
Riverside Arts Market with an 8:00 AM start. The course
will take runners through two of Riverside’s most popular
and frequented parks, Memorial Park and Riverside Park.
Runners willalso be able to enjoy the sights and sounds of
Historic Five Points andits connected blocks of shopping,
retail, and housing located on Oak Street. Runners will
also be able to wave to the visitors and employees of the
Cummer Museum, the Garden Club and the row of large
corporate companies located on Riverside Avenue. The
last portion of the 7K course will lead the runners down
Jackson Street and onto the redeveloped RiverWalk
where runners will finish the race with beautiful views
of the St. Johns River, the Downtown skyline, and three
of the seven Jacksonville bridges. The Community First
Hale & Hearty 7K will finish at the Riverside Arts Market
under the Fuller Warren Bridge.
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> 1 MILE FUN RUN

Immediately following the 7K race, children (13 & under) will
enjoy running in a 1 Mile Fun Run starting under the Fuller
Warren Bridge at the Riverside Arts Market. They will run
down the scenic RiverWalk along the St. Johns River toward
the Jacksonville Landing. The runners will turn around and
finish the race under the Fuller Warren Bridge at the Riverside
Arts Market.

> RACE TIMING

The race will be timed using the ChampionChip (chip must be
worn on your shoe during the race). Your entry fee covers the
cost of the chip rental. If you have your own chip, you need
to enter your chip number on the entry form, and deduct
$2.00 from the entry fee. You can pick up your timing chip
the morning of the race. You must cross the timing mats to
be included in the results. Do not wear your personal chip if
you sign up on race day!
